Course Description/Objectives: 
General: 
CHIN231, Level 1 Part 2, is the continuation of Level 1, Part 1 (CHIN103/104, old number or CHIN133/134, new number) for non-heritage students. This course aims to develop students’ listening, speaking, reading and writing skills of the Chinese language. Lectures are coordinated with drills, on-line exercises/resources and field trip(s) to help students acquire more Chinese vocabulary, sentence patterns and syntax in an integrated, communicative approach. 

Specific: 

The course will cover Lesson 11-15 of Integrated Chinese, Level 1 Part 2. By the end of the course, students are expected to: 

a) Listening:  understand conversations and narratives delivered by native speakers in real life           
                   situations around the topics introduced;  
b) Speaking:  develop communication skills to carry out daily-life conversations and deliver    

                         monologue speeches with accuracy and fluency;
c) Reading:    comprehend dialogues/passages written with the characters and phrases learned;
d) Writing:     acquire about 350 new characters and/or phrases, write/type dialogues/paragraphs  
                   with about 750 characters learned; 
e) Grammar:  learn about 30 new grammatical structures, and use them to handle various oral and 
                    written tasks with accuracy and flexibility.
f) Pronunciation: enhance Mandarin pronunciation and tones.

g) Culture:   develop a deeper understanding the Chinese sociocultural knowledge.

3. Imitate the audio recordings diligently to pick up good pronunciation and tones. 
4. Use small chunks of time to practice Chinese daily (review & preview).

5. Grasp each text well by making a good use of your memorization.
